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SPECIFICATIONS

MODEL 1900-PLC High Speed, 

High Frequency Automation Kit 

(1) All doors as indicated on door schedule shall be furnished with a Model 1900-PLC electric automation kit.  Each automation kit shall be listed and labeled under UL325.  Supply voltage shall be 120 volt A.C., single phase, with a 24 volt control circuit.  The motor shall be a 90 volt, ½ HP D.C. permanent magnet type with a right angle gearhead reduction.  Proximity switches for controlling door position will be furnished and shall mount on a continuous track for infinite adjustment.  A pneumatic reversing edge shall also be furnished.

(2) CONTROLS – All controls shall be NEMA 1 unless otherwise specified.  (NEMA 4 or 12 available upon specification.  NEMA 7 and 9 available but not listed).  The control box will be mounted separately on the wall for access from the floor.  Two ceiling pull cord switches will be furnished for door actuation.  The control circuit will allow for initial or for future addition of various options including time delay, warning bell or lights, interlock and partial open from a separate actuator.

(3) AUTOMATION CAPABILITIES – Motor control shall be accomplished using an electronic control package providing electronic braking for smooth stopping and reversing.  The control circuit will allow for two speed operation with the opening and closing speeds independently an infinitely adjustable and will have diagnostics for easy setup and servicing.  The door can open at one speed and close at another speed up to the maximum run speed of 24” per second (48” per second for center parting doors).  The door will slow down and creep into both the open and closed positions.
